Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with deeds of
power, wonders, and signs that God did through him among
you, as you yourselves know— this man, handed over to you
according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you
crucified and killed by the hands of those outside the law.

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Day of Tears: Sunday, April 12 at 3:00p.m.

In January, in honor of MLK holiday, we had scheduled the Day
of Tears performance. However, due to extreme winter
conditions, we had to move the date of the performance to
April 12. The play provides an opportunity to witness and
reflect on a tragic day in American history. On March 2nd and
3rd, 1859, the largest auction of slaves in American history
took place in Savannah, Georgia. More than 400 slaves were
sold. On the first day of the auction, the skies darkened and
torrential rain began falling. The rain continued throughout
the two days, stopping only when the auction had ended. The
simultaneity of the rainstorm with the auction led to these two
days being called “the weeping time.”

If you registered for the event we had planned to have in
January (but weather forced us to cancel) your ticket will be
honored on April 12. If you can’t attend on the rescheduled
date and would like a refund, we’ll gladly do so.
